What emerges is a complex dynamic between
humans and God, who learn to dispute with one another while remaining deeply
committed to their ongoing relationship. Readings will be from Exodus,
Genesis, Jonah, Psalms and Matthew and Mark. We will have two lay preachers
joining me in preaching, as well. Sheldon Flom and James Howard will preach
throughout the summer months. Join us for something new and exciting.

Father’s Day has its roots in the
early 20th century in the United
States. The idea is often credited to
Sonora Smart Dodd of Washington
State, who wanted to honor her
father, a Civil War veteran who
raised six children as a single
parent. The first Father’'s Day
celebration took place on June 19,
1910.

Over the decades, the day gained
national recognition, and in 1972,
President Richard Nixon officially
declared Father’s Day a national
holiday, to be observed on the third
Sunday of June each year.

Today, Father’s Day is celebrated
around the world as a time to
recoghnize not only fathers, but also
the many individuals who step into
roles of leadership, support,
teaching, and care.
